 Promoter’s Conditions 

 

1. The meet will be run under ASA law & ASA technical rules and these promoter’s 

conditions. The meet will be run as “age on the day” for swimmers nine to thirteen years for 

girls and nine to fourteen years for the boys, on the 15 April, 2012.  

 

2. The competition will be held in an 8 lane, 25 metre deck level pool with anti-wave lane 

ropes. Electronic placing and timing will be in operation.   

 

3. There will be 50 metre events in all strokes, plus 100m individual medley and 200 metres 

freestyle in each age group.   

 

4. Swimmers must be, or have applied to be, registered with the A.S.A. 

 

5 In the event of over subscription preference will go to those clubs who support the meet 

with the provision of officials. It is expected that those clubs with more than ten 

participating swimmers will provide an official. This assistance should be notified in advance 

on the entry e-mail. Following officials, selection will be on first come first served. 

Swimmers with 'no time' will be accepted if space allows as will consideration of time trials 

on the day. 

 

6. The entry fee is £4.50 per event. A coach pass is £10.00 (maximum of two per club), which 

includes entry to the pool, a programme of events for the whole day, a packed lunch and a 

full set of results, which we will send to you within 14 days. Only swimmers and those 

displaying a coach pass will be allowed on poolside. 

 

7. Closing Date Sunday 15
th

 March 2012. 

 

8. Results will be on a heat declared basis. There will be no finals. The last heat of each event 

will be spearheaded. 

 

9. Medals will be presented to the first three in each event, per age group with places 4-8 

receiving a ribbon. There will be a top boy and top girl prize from a visiting club based on a 

place points basis. There will be no speeding tickets. 
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10. Data Protection - The meet entries will be managed on a computer. Your consent to the 

holding of personal information for the purposes of the meet is deemed to be given by the 

submission of your entries to Haslemere Swimming Club.

ASA database and other meet programs such as county championships. 

 

13. There will be three sessions as follows:

 2. Warm up TBC  Start TCB   

 3. Warm up TBC  Start TCB   

 

Swimmers MUST sign in. Sign in will close 15 mins before the start of warm up for each 

session.  

 

13. Competitors must report to the whipping area when called. It is the swimmers’ and their 

coaches’ responsibility that they report to the whips on time.  

 

14.  Results will be posted at the gala, and sent to each club after the meet. Results will also be 

available on our website www.haslemereswimmingclub.co.uk 

 
15. Possessions and articles should not be left unattended. Lockers are available for the use of 

swimmers. 

 
16. The promoter reserves the right to refuse admission to any spectator, coach or swimmer.  
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17. The junior pool will be closed throughout the gala and must not be used.
